Below is a brief summary of how we have helped in Malawi since the start:

2002 – Complete the building of an area church and floor repairs to Kachebere
            Seminary.

2003 – Purchase bikes for the apostolic work of students at Kachebere
            Seminary.

2004 – Purchase of a water pump for a minor seminary and sports equipment

           for two schools. 

2005 – We established the Chiringa Playgroup plus major work on Nsanje
            school.
2006 – Major works at Nsanje and Kachebere Schools.
2007 – School building at Kachebere plus water pumps at Nsanje.

2008 – Irrigation of food plantation at Nsanje plus equipment for the blind  
            students.    We establish a Business Loan Project in Nsanje         
2009 - Sewing and computer workshops at Nsanje plus food for blind students.

            *This was also the year we sent our first Container.*

2010 – Repairs to the Playgroup building and church roof at Chiringa.

** In 2005, in a period of just six weeks, you gave a staggering £18,000 to
    our Parish famine appeal.   This saved thousands of lives.

** Our sponsors continue to pay the school fees of students through secondary

     school and beyond.
** Throughout these years, many parishioners have made personal gifts to 
    various priests and projects.
We know that pride is a sin; but after these ten worthwhile years, maybe the parishioners of Corpus Christi should be justifiably proud of their generous support for Malawi-Twin.
